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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 is currently discussing about transport block sizes. One important input for this discussion from RAN2 is the header overhead of NR UP protocol stack, especially in the case of voice services. RAN2 has concluded that the protocols SDAP, PDCP, RLC, and MAC add at least 40 bits to each IP packet containing voice data.
RAN2 kindly ask SA4 about input on additional protocol headers and voice frame size for a voice codec SA4 may find suitable.

2. Actions:
To RAN1:  RAN2 ask RAN1 to take the information into account.
To SA4:  RAN2 kindly ask SA4 to provide input on additional protocol headers and voice frame size.
