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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 discussed the DRB IP failure handling issues and reached some agreements.

For the MAC-I size, it is 32 bits or 64 bits and the UE will select the preferred MAC-I size. RAN2 understands that MAC-I size is some kind of UE security capability and the UE should report it to the network together with other UE security capability via NAS signalling.

For the DRB IP failure checking in SN side, RAN2 understands that MN should be the node who takes the action on the DRB failure issue. So the SN should inform the MN about the DRB IP failure in a DRB IP failure indication. The information in the DRB IP failure indication should at least include DRB ID on which the DRB IP failure is detected. Furthermore, RAN2 also think the location information and time information of the UE when the DRB IP failure is detected are useful for the operator to troubleshoot the attack.
2. Actions:
