Introduction
In last #100 meeting, RAN2 made following agreements on E-UTRA connected to 5GC related NR PDCP configuration for SRB as below:

	1. UE reconfigures to NR PDCP before the SMC is received

FFS Whether the reconfiguration to NR PDCP is performed via an explicit or implicit reconfiguration for SRB1 before SMC.

2. The UE is configured with NR PDCP for SRB2 when SRB2 is established.


In this discussion paper we present our view on the FFS.

Discussion
In last meeting, RAN2 had an offline discussion on how to reconfigure to NR PDCP between two options as below:

Option 1. Explicit reconfiguration for PDCP version change of SRB1
Option 2. Implicit reconfiguration for PDCP version change of SRB1
We think that both options will work well without any technical problem. However, PDCP version change from LTE PDCP to NR PDCP or vice-versa is already agreed to use RRC Connection Reconfiguration procedure in EN-DC, so the simple way is to align with EN-DC. In addition, there will be no mismatch situation of PDCP version between the UE and the eNB. Thus, we prefer to perform PDCP version change via explicit signalling.
Proposal 1. In order to align with EN-DC, it is preferred to change PDCP version via explicit signalling.
However, as we can see, with option 1, the UE has to perform at least two more signalling for RRCConnectionReconfiguration and RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message compared to using option 2. In addition, it may be somewhat redundant from the signalling cost aspect, and it is desirable to minimize unsecured message exchange from the security aspect. Therefore, we can consider PDCP version change implicitly, but with this option, we need to clarify that when the PDCP version change should be performed after the successful submission of MSG5 and before SMC procedure to avoid unnecessary change due to the MSG5 transmission failure.
Proposal 2. If RAN2 agree to change PDCP version implicitly, the UE should perform PDCP version change to NR PDCP immediately after submission of MSG5.

Conclusion
In this discussion paper we presented our view on the FFS and proposed the following:
Proposal 1. In order to align with EN-DC, it is preferred to change PDCP version via explicit signalling.
Proposal 2. If RAN2 agrees to change PDCP version implicitly, the UE should perform PDCP version change to NR PDCP immediately after submission of MSG5.
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
