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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 would like to thank RAN WG1 for its liaison statement early data transmission for Rel-15 LTE-MTC and NB-IoT. 
RAN WG2 has noted the questions that RAN WG1 provided in their LS. RAN WG2 discussed early data transmission and agreed to provide the following replies to the questions:

1. To inform RAN1 how many TBS values are needed for early data transmission for each of NB-IoT and eMTC.

RAN WG2 reply:  RAN2 thinks the exact number of TBS values depends how the UL grant for Msg3 is defined, and the more values there are available, the better. RAN2 also discussed the preferred minimum TBS for EDT and concluded that the minimum TBS should be at most xxx bits. 
2. To provide feedback on the above mentioned alternatives for the number of MCS/TBS/RU states for NB-IoT.
RAN WG2 reply:  Out of the presented alternatives, RAN2 prefers the alternatives with most available options. However, it should be noted that the contents of UL grant can be redefined for EDT, as it does not need to be backwards compatible.  
3. To inform RAN1 whether one reserved bit in MAC RAR can be used for the EDT feature for eMTC.

 RAN WG2 reply: RAN2 does not think the use of the reserved bit is necessary, and RAN2 assumes the UL grant contents can be redefined if additional states or values need to be signalled.  
Additionally, RAN WG2 would like to ask RAN WG1 if it would be feasible to use EDT RAR UL grant for Msg3 indicating multiple TB sizes or multiple combinations of parameters such as MCS/TBS/RU, so that the UE would be able to select the closest TBS of the signalled combination resulting in least amount of padding. If this is found feasible, RAN WG2 kindly asks RAN WG1 to specify UL grant for Msg3 in EDT with such multiple options.
