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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for the responses in “LS on Measurement requirements for LAA/WiFi hardware sharing problem” in R4-1714276.
Regarding the below RAN4 responses, RAN2 understanding is as follows:

1) “When experiencing IDC problem caused by the hardware sharing between LAA and WLAN the UE shall be allowed to relax the existing RRM/RLM/CSI measurement requirement during phase 2”

[RAN2 reply]: In TS 36.300, RAN2 has clarified that the UE is allowed to relax the RRM/RLM/CSI measurement requirements when the IDC indication is used by the UE to notify LAA/WiFi hardware sharing problems to the eNB, and the TDM WLAN traffic pattern is unknown. RAN2 assumption is that the details of such relaxation will be provided in RAN4 specifications.

2) “In order to assess the impact on RRM/RLM/CSI measurement requirement during phase 3, RAN4 would like to know the details of the IDC solutions which can be provided by the network to the UE to resolve LAA/WiFi hardware sharing problem during phase 3. E.g., if RAN2 can provide some possible eNB/UE behaviours during phase 3, it will help RAN4 discussion.”
[RAN2 reply]: RAN2 understanding is that the existing IDC solutions defined in TS 36.331 shall also apply in phase 3. The eNB may for example deconfigure the interfered serving cell, or perform a handover to a non-interfered cell, or provide a DRX based TDM pattern which is not interfered. If the solution provided by the eNB solves the IDC problems, the UE enters phase 3. Otherwise, according to legacy behaviour, if the UE determines in Phase 2 that the network does not provide a solution that resolves its IDC problems, the UE may perform measurements as defined for Phase 1 and possibly provide a new IDC indication.
