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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN2 for the LS on QoS. SA2 has discussed the LS from RAN2 and agreed to the following for notification control as in agreed CR (attached):
“If, for a given GBR QoS Flow, notification control is enabled and the NG-RAN determines that the GFBR cannot be fulfilled, RAN shall send a notification towards SMF and keep the QoS Flow (i.e. while the NG-RAN is not delivering the requested GFBR for this QoS Flow), unless specific conditions at the NG-RAN require the release of the NG-RAN resources for this GBR QoS Flow , e.g. due to RLF or internal-RAN congestion.”
In the LS, RAN2 also informs SA2 about RAN2 decision to limit the QFI to 6 bits and RAN2 ask SA2 if it is expected that more than 64 QoS Flows will be active for one PDU session:
For the SDAP sublayer, in order to keep the header contained within one byte, RAN2 has agreed to limit the number of QFI which can be signalled to 64. Therefore, RAN2 would like to understand if SA2 expects to use more than 64 reflective flows per PDU session per UE at a time.
SA2 acknowledges RAN2 decision and would like to inform RAN2 and CT1 that it has agreed to restrict the maximum number of concurrent QoS flows per PDU Session to 64 accordingly. SA2 has begun to discuss the implications from that limitation on control of the QoS flows mechanisms specified in TS 23.501 section 5.7.3.1, however, has not been able to reach a conclusion so far. SA2 will inform RAN2 and CT1 of the outcome of that discussion.
2. Actions:

To RAN2, RAN3 and CT1 group.
