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1. Introduction

In RAN2 AH#1801 meeting, following agreement was made:

The SDAP header presence of an DRB cannot be changed.  Release and add is required.


The agreement was not captured in the current RRC specification [1]. This contribution propose the text proposal to capture the agreement.
2. Discussion

In RAN2 AH#1801 meeting, we had agreed that the gNB cannot change the SDAP header presence of an DRB. If the change on the SDAP header presence of the DRB is needed, the gNB requires releasing the DRB and adding the DRB with new setting of the SDAP header presence. We think the current RRC specification [1] allows the gNB to change the setting of the SDAP header presence after the corresponding DRB is established. Therefore, we propose the text proposal (as shown in Section 4) to capture the restriction in the RRC specification.

	SDAP-Configfield descriptions

	defaultDRB
Indicates whether or not this is the default DRB for this PDU session. Among all configured instances of SDAP-Config with the same value of pdu-Session, this field shall be set to TRUE in at most one instance of SDAP-Config and to FALSE in all other instances.

	mappedQoS-FlowsToAdd
Indicates the list of QFIs of QoS flows of the PDU session to be additionally mapped to this DRB. A QFI value can be included at most once in all configured instances of SDAP-Config with the same value of pdu-Session.

	mappedQoS-FlowsToRelease
Indicates the list of QFIs of QoS flows of the PDU session to be released from existing QoS flow to DRB mapping of this DRB.

	pdu-Session
Identity of the PDU session whose QoS flows are mapped to the DRB

	reflectiveQoS
Indicates whether or not reflective QoS is active for QoS flows transmitted via this DRB.

	sdap-HeaderUL
Indicates whether or not a SDAP header is present for UL data on this DRB. This field is not changed after this DRB has been setup.

	sdap-HeaderDL
Indicates whether or not a SDAP header is present for DL data on this DRB. This field is not changed after this DRB has been setup.
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
