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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for the LS on 5G-S-TMSI code space in S2-182964 and would like to provide the following feedback.

Questions: 

SA2 would kindly like to ask RAN WGs whether it is possible to extend the encoding space for the 5G-S-TMSI from 40 bits to e.g. 48 bits?
RAN2 Answers:

In downlink, there is an additional signaling overhead for downlink paging with the 48 bit 5G-S-TMSI but this impact is acceptable. 
In uplink, it is possible to transmit the extended 5G-S-TMSI from UE to EUTRAN under the size limitation of MSG3. RAN2 would therefore confirm that it is possible to extend the encoding space for the 5G-S-TMSI from 40 bits to e.g. 48 bits.
2. Actions:

RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to take this information into account for the extension of 5G-S-TMSI code space.
