In handover between LTE connected to 5GC and NR, QoS flow related handling follows the principles defined for intra-NR handover and related information should be included in HandoverPreparationInformation.

2:
The same measurement related content is included for the inter-RAT handover from LTE to NR as for the SN addition case in EN-DC.
In this paper, we provide the text proposal on the content of the messages in inter-RAT handover based on the agreements.

Inter RAT mobility is characterised by the following:

-
Source RAT should be able to support and configure Target RAT measurement and reporting.

-
The in-sequence and lossless handover is supported for the handover between gNB and ng-eNB.

-
Both Xn and NG based inter-RAT handover between NG-RAN nodes is supported. Whether the handover is over Xn or CN is transparent to the UE.

-
The target RAT receives the UE NG-C context information and based on this information configures the UE with a complete RRC message and Full configuration (not delta).
For handover preparation, the source RAT issues a HANDOVER REQUEST message to the target RAT passing a transparent RRC container with necessary information to prepare the handover at the target side. The information includes at least the target cell ID, security info, the C-RNTI of the UE in the source RAT, the current QoS flow to DRB mapping applied to the UE and RRM configuration. 
For the inter-RAT handover from LTE-5GC to NR, the details of RRM configuration are the same as specified for NR baseline handover in section 9.2.3.2.1 including beam measurement information associated to SS Block(s) and/or CSI-RS(s) for the listed target NR cells if both types of measurements are available.
For handover from LTE-5GC to NR, the handover command message carries the information required to access the target cell as specified in 9.2.3.2.1.
3   Conclusion
In this contribution, we provide the text proposal on the content of the messages in inter-RAT handover based on last meeting’s agreements and raise the following proposal:
