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1. Overall Description:

In the current TS 36.101 (RAN4 specification), the CA combination CA_2A-46A-46D, which is non-continuous four carrier with the maximum frequency separation between two carriers greater than 62MHz, is supported for eLAA. Nevertheless, in section 5.7 of the current TS 36.300 (stage 2 specification), there is a restriction as shown below.
If the absence of IEEE802.11n/11ac devices sharing the carrier cannot be guaranteed on a long term basis (e.g., by level of regulation), and for this release if the maximum number of unlicensed channels that E-UTRAN can simultaneously transmit on is equal to or less than 4, the maximum frequency separation between any two carrier center frequencies on which LAA SCell transmissions are performed should be less than or equal to 62MHz. 

The above text is not aligned with the RAN4 specification and considering that stage 3 overrides stage 2, RAN2 is planning to remove it from TS36.300. 
For this purpose, RAN2 technically endorsed the attached CR in R2-1805795, that will be re-discussed for approval in the next RAN2 meeting, unless concerns are raised by RAN1 or RAN4.
