RAN2 has concluded that new common search space is supported for RA-SDT. The relevant agreement was made as follows,
	Agreement:
1. The separate search space is common to the UEs performing RA-SDT. Inform RAN1 of this agreement


Furthermore, RAN2 discussed the details of both RA-SDT and CG-SDT leading to the following agreements with potential RAN1 impacts.

For RA-SDT
2. CFRA is not supported for RA-SDT

For CG-SDT
3. Working assumption: UE-specific search space is configured for UEs performing CG-SDT. RAN2 asks RAN1 whether this working assumption can be confirmed
4. CG-SDT resource can be configured on either initial BWP or separate SDT BWP. Ask RAN1 to confirm


For RA-SDT, in particular, RAN2 would like to request RAN1 to investigate and provide feedback on the PRACH resource configuration including but not limited to the following aspects, 	Comment by Samsung (Anil): If companies prefer to not include the details (as in point 1 to 4), we can simply add the following:

" For RA-SDT, in particular, RAN2 would like to request RAN1 to investigate and provide details on the PRACH resource configuration for: a) when PRACH occasions are shared between SDT and non-SDT and b) PRACH occasions are separately configured for SDT and non-SDT"	Comment by OPPO: According to the discussion in main session last week, we would have a separate AI at next meeting to discuss how to configure/coordinate the RACH resources  cross WIs. Therefore, we suggest to postpone the LS on how to configure the RACH resources to next meeting, so that a common LS can be drafted with more WI-specific aspects. 
We do not need to send the LS on how to configure the RACH resource per WI and an unified LS is helpful for RAN1 to get a full picture when discussing the details.	Comment by Nokia (Samuli): We would be also OK to leave these things out for now.	Comment by Qualcomm: Same view with Nokia.
1. Details of the configuration of the number of PRACH preambles per SSB for RA-SDT when PRACH occasions are shared between SDT and non-SDT;
2. Whether to introduce shared RO mask index  (i.e. PRACH occasions sharing between SDT and non-SDT,  PRACH occasions sharing between 2step RA-SDT and 4step RA-SDT);
3. Details of the PRACH occasion configuration when the PRACH occasions are separately configured for SDT and non-SDT;
4. Details of the configuration of SSB to PRACH preamble/occasion association when the PRACH occasions are separately configured for SDT and non-SDT.
For CG-SDT, RAN2 respectfully requests RAN1 if the agreements 3/4 mentioned above can be confirmed.
