In last RAN2 meeting, the text for MAC is agreed but the text for TRS ID is not easy to read. Based on the example in PHR, we proposed the text as below.

Multiple Entry PHR MAC CE

The Multiple Entry PHR MAC CE is identified by a MAC subheader with LCID as specified in Table 6.2.1-2.

It has a variable size, and includes the bitmap, a Type 2 PH field and an octet containing the associated PCMAX,f,c field (if reported) for SpCell of the other MAC entity, a Type 1 PH field and an octet containing the associated PCMAX,f,c field (if reported) for the PCell. It further includes, in ascending order based on the ServCellIndex, one or multiple of Type X PH fields and octets containing the associated PCMAX,f,c fields (if reported) for Serving Cells other than PCell indicated in the bitmap. X is either 1 or 3 according to TS 38.213 [6] and TS 36.213 [17].

Enhanced SCell Activation/Deactivation MAC CEs

The Enhanced SCell Activation/Deactivation MAC CE of up to seven SCells is identified by a MAC subheader with eLCID as specified in Table 6.2.1-1b. It has a variable size and consists of seven C-fields, one R-field and several TRS ID fields. The Enhanced SCell Activation/Deactivation MAC CE of up to seven SCells is defined as follows (Figure 6.1.3.x-1).

The Enhanced SCell Activation/Deactivation MAC CE of up to thirtyone SCells is identified by a MAC subheader with eLCID as specified in Table 6.2.1-1b. It has a variable size and consists of 31 C-fields, one R-field and several TRS ID fields. The Enhanced SCell Activation/Deactivation MAC CE of up to thirtyone SCells is defined as follows (Figure 6.1.3.x-2).

Ci: If there is an SCell configured for the MAC entity with SCellIndex i as specified in TS 38.331 [5], this field indicates the activation/deactivation status of the SCell with SCellIndex i, else the MAC entity shall ignore the Ci field. The Ci field is set to 1 to indicate that the SCell with SCellIndex i shall be activated and that a TRS IDj field is included for the SCell. The Ci field is set to 0 to indicate that the SCell with SCellIndex i shall be deactivated and that no TRS ID field is included for this SCell;

TRS IDj: TRS IDj corresponds to the i-th SCell that shall be activated according to Ci in ascending order of SCellIndex of the SCell and corresponding Ci is set to 1. If TRS configuration id in TRS IDj is set to a non-zero value, it indicates the corresponding TRS address by scellActivationRS-Id as specified in TS 38.331 [5] is activated. If TRS configuration id in TRS IDj is set to zero, it indicates no TRS is activated or no TRS is configured for this SCell.

R: Reserved bit, set to 0.
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
