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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG2 thanks SA WG1 for their answer LS on MBMS and would like to give SA WG1 more details about the needed clarifications of the MBMS service requirements.

During RAN2#27 meeting a discussion of the MBMS service requirements which may have an impact to RAN work took place and it was analysed if clarification or additional information on certain requirements is needed from SA1 working group. The issues identified so far are as follows:

-
Data is transmitted in a Broadcast or Multicast area defined by the network
From UTRAN perspective, it might be necessary that a user is aware that he/she is about to enter/leave the Broadcast/Multicast area.

( SA1 is asked to provide clarification if an indication to users is required, that they are about to enter/leave a service area.

-
The user shall be able to continue receiving multimedia broadcast and multicast services throughout the broadcast/multicast area. For example, in case of handover and presuming that a certain MBMS service is offered in the target cell, it should be possible for the user to continue the session in the target cell.

It is unclear yet, if data loss and data duplication shall be avoided if possible and if users shall be aware of data loss and duplication.

( SA1 is asked to provide clarification if data loss and data duplication shall be avoided and if users shall be aware of data loss and duplication in both broadcast and multicast mode.
