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1. Discussion
The LTE features have been classified as high, medium and low priority for testing by RAN5. It seems clear that not all the LTE features can be supported by the first LTE UE that will be deployed. In order to enable phased introduction of features beyond the high-priority features, we propose to use signalling of UE capability per group of features. 
Proposal 1: Include non-high priority LTE features into groups and support UE capability signalling per group. The grouping is FFS.
Further, while RAN5 may have the bandwidth to develop test cases for all high priority features by R8 freeze date, we also think that LTE will be deployed sooner if a few high priority features can be introduced in later phases. As an example, the features related to support of optimized VoIP could not be needed for the first LTE UEs to be deployed. In order to ease IOT for such UEs we propose:
Proposal 2: Include a few high priority LTE features into groups and support UE capability signalling per group. The grouping and specific features is FFS.

While no detailed proposal is made regarding how features are grouped in this contribution we envision that having 8 groups of features should provide sufficient granularity to enable phased introduction of LTE features in accordance with the operator’s priority. We propose to agree to the proposals above and continue discussion on specific features and grouping to be covered by UE capability at next RAN2 meeting.
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
