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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks RAN2 for their reply LS (R2-085973) on maximum PDCP SDU size.

RAN2 asked CT1 to provide information on a possible maximum size of NAS PDU(s) in a single RRC message.
In the typical use case of multiple NAS bearers set-up on attach procedure:

· the maximum size of the NAS PDU conveying both the ATTACH ACCEPT and ACTIVATE DEFAULT BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST messages is 849 bytes
· the maximum size of the NAS PDU conveying the ACTIVATE DEDICATED BEARER CONTEXT REQUEST message is 544 bytes

Given that a maximum of 8 NAS bearers can be setup at one time on attach procedure, the maximum size of all the NAS PDUs in a single RRC message is 4657 bytes.
However, CT1 would like to inform RAN2 that the length of the above NAS messages may be changed within the Release 8 timeframe when completing the NAS specification.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT1 asks RAN2 group to take into account the information as given above and give some feedback to CT1 if RAN2 feels there are concerns related to the maximum size of NAS PDU(s) in a single RRC message.
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
