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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA5 for the LS in R2-104241 (S5-102079). For the concerned two parameters RAN2 have established exact definitions and we would like to provide the response as fallows.
For the purpose of MDT measurements configuration RAN2 agreed to use the terms: ‘logging interval’ and ‘logging duration’ referring to the mentioned measurement frequency and collection period respectively.
Logging interval is the parameter which specifies the periodicity used in the UE for storing subsequent MDT measurement results. The logging interval is given in the multiples of idle DRX cycle corresponding to the range of 2-60 sec approximately.

Logging duration is the parameter to specify the time during which the UE will be storing a valid MDT configuration. The timer is started at the point when MDT configuration is received by the UE.  The timer will be maintained during multiple idle periods interrupted by UE presence in another RAT or RRC Connected state, with the meaning that it runs uninterrupted throughout all changes the UE experiences, i.e. is not stopped due to RAT change, going out of measurement area or state transition.
The logging duration value range can be defined from 30 min to 24 hours with an exponential interval.
