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	Currently, 25.304 specifies the MDT stage 3 behavior for UE without considering interactions with ANR stage 3 behavior, which is suppoosed to be described in another dedicated clause. As MDT and ANR share the same Logging Measurement Configration message and similar IEs, this may lead to confusion and interferences with each other sometimes.
Hence it’s better to indicate explicitly which the “Logged Measurements” is targeted for.
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	This CR provides straightforward add-up term with “MDT” on top of current MDT stage 3 description.

Inter-operability

This CR affects UE side only so there is no inter-operability issue due to the implementation of this CR.

Logged Measurements

The UE may be configured to perform MDT measurements logging in idle mode, CELL_PCH and URA_PCH state with Logging Measurement Configuration message specified in TS 25.331 [4]. This configuration is valid while the logging duration timer for MDT is running.

If the logged measurements configuration for MDT is valid, the MDT measurements logging is performed only:

-
in idle mode, CELL_PCH and URA_PCH state;

-
while the UE is camped normally on a cell belonging to the MDT PLMN or a cell belonging to Area Configuration (see TS 25.331 [4]), if configured;

-
in the RAT where the logged measurements configuration for MDT was received.

Otherwise, the MDT measurements logging will be suspended.
NOTE:
If the MDT measurements logging is suspended, the logged measurements configuration and corresponding log for MDT are kept. UE will log nothing for MDT Logged Measurements, but the logging duration timer and time stamp for MDT will continue.

If the logged measurements configuration for MDT is valid and the logging is not suspended the UE logs the following information according to Section 8.5.65.2 of TS 25.331[4] at every "Logging Interval":

-
measurement results of available serving cell measurements and available neighbouring cell measurements.

-
time information.

-
valid accurate location information, if available.
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
