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Discussion and decision
1 Introduction

During the RAN2#78 meeting RAN2 further discussed the introduction of a common UE status indication procedure. Some concerns were expressed that the approach could restrict independence, possibly related to the text proposal that was also provided in [2]. This document suggests a somewhat different structure for the procedural specification compared to [2], namely one that is largely based on the measurement procedure but also re-using the approach used in other existing procedures.

If RAN2 agrees to adopt this approach, Samsung will be happy to assist with the conversion of the related draft CRs to align with the proposed framework (MBMS interest indication, IDC problem reporting, eDDA assistance indication)

2 Discussion

We think that using a common status reporting procedure does not need to restrict independence between the different parts, as it should still be possible to specify the parts that are different separately. We think that the current RRC specification includes several good examples of common procedures including the reconfiguration procedure, the measurement reporting procedure and the UE information procedure. RAN2 is requested to consider introducing a common UE status indication procedure that is based on/ re-uses elements of these procedures.
Like the measurement procedure, the UE status indication procedure includes three key elements, as discussed in the following:

Configuration part

Each UE status indication procedure has its own configuration. However, they could be grouped together and cover dedicated and common signalling e.g. as done for the resource configuration. There may however be no real need for any procedural specification.

Triggering part

It seems common that the triggering of the UE status indications is specified separate from the actual reporting i.e. by a separate section. The triggering typically includes similar elements i.e. covering the case of an initial report as well as of updates, mechanisms to avoid excessive reporting, etc. Furthermore, it seems appropropriate to use the same specification style for the different status indications i.e. a style leaving a considerable part to UE implementation.

Reporting part

The reporting procedure primarily handles the setting of the message contents. It is assumed that the message contents will to a large extend be different for the different status indications. Nevertheless, it would be possible to specify this by means of a common procedure, similar as done for the UE information procedure. The latter procedure supports reporting of a variety of information (RACH report, RLF report, logged measurement info). If more separation is desired, subsections could be created for the reporting of the different UE status indications

Re-using the approach used for exisiting RRC procedures, possibly with some further sub-structuring, should facilitate independence for the different status indications while using a common framework.

3 Conclusion & recommendation
This contribution discusses the further details of a common status indication procedure, and suggests re-using the approach used for other existing RRC procedures. In particular, RAN2 is requested to discuss and conclude the following proposal:
Proposal
RAN2 is requested to consider the use of a common status reporting procedure in REL-11 with a structure comprising of a configuration, a triggering and a reporting part.
