1   Introduction
During RAN2#81 WG meeting in St. Julian’s initial discussions on 3GPP/WLAN radio interworking SI took place. They resulted in a list of assumptions and requirements, which were captured in section 5 of the draft TR for the study [2]. Apart from mentioned assumptions and requirements the TR also includes section 4 “General”. In this contribution it is proposed to modify this section, so it better expresses objectives stated in the SI description [1]. 
2   Discussion
“General” section in draft TR is an incomplete copy of “Objective” part of SID [1]. However we believe that very important part included in [1] was not transferred into the draft TR, which may cause confusion in the future when particular solutions will be proposed and analyzed. In order to avoid such a situation we propose to include following omitted text coming from [1] into the TR:
“In a second phase:

· Identify solutions addressing the requirements identified in the first phase which cannot be solved using existing standardized mechanisms, including:

· Solutions that enable enhanced operator control for WLAN interworking, and enable WLAN to be included in the operator’s cellular Radio Resource Management.

· Enhancements to access network mobility and selection which take into account information such as radio link quality per UE, backhaul quality, load, etc for both cellular and WLAN accesses

· Evaluate the benefits and impacts of identified mechanisms over existing functionality, including core network based WLAN interworking mechanisms (e.g. ANDSF).”
This would complement the following text, which is already captured in the TR:

“In the second phase:

· Identify solutions addressing the requirements identified in the first phase which cannot be solved using existing standardized mechanisms “

Introducing this change into the TR will help ensuring that initial objectives of the SI are not blurred and that proposed solutions really address them.
Proposal 1: It is proposed to introduce above modification into the next version of 3GPP/WLAN radio interworking TR.
