	Currently spec leads to differing interpretations for UE behaviour when NW reports only one CN domain system information ( PS or CS) after SRNS relocation procedure while source SRNS has provided information for both domains (( PS and CS).
If a network does not provide the particular CN domain information e.g PS (alt. CS) then it is specified in 25.331 that the UE should consider that PS (alt. CS) CN System Information is not available after the SRNS relocation. However, in the NAS spec 24.008 there is no handling specified for this indication.

As a result there are different interpretations/expectations. 
The 2 interpretations are:

a) Update: UE overwrites CS (alt. PS) CN System Information with the newly received information. UE continues to use previously stored PS (alt. CS) CN System Information. 

b) Replace: UE Overwrites CS (alt. PS) CN System Information with the newly received information. UE clears stored PS (alt. CS) System Information in accordance with the above references.
