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1. Overall Description:
In specific network environment, it can happen that the UE repeatedly fails to perform RRC connection to the network, for example when there is a UL/DL imbalance and the UE cannot reach the (e)NodeB in UL as the DL channel is well received.

RAN2 has investigated the issue, and thinks that the UE could change its behaviour based on a given number of failed RRC connection attempts.  For example, UE could select a new cell with a better UL.

In GERAN, a similar behaviour is described in 43.022 (section 4.5): the UE can reselect a new cell after a given number of unsuccessful attempts.
However, in (E-)UTRAN specifications, there is no way to count the number of failed RRC connection attempt requested by NAS. The failure is reported to NAS and it is up to NAS to try again or not.

RAN2 thinks that NAS may be the right place to count the number of unsuccessful attempts.
2. Actions:

RAN2 asks CT1 group to consider the scenario described above and provide RAN2 with guidance on how the desired behaviour could be implemented in (E-)UTRAN
