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1. Introduction
This document proposes a way forward for WLAN/3GPP radio interworking SI.
2. Suggestions
The following issues listed in priority order have been identified as being the most important:

1. Identification of network selection mechanisms that will ensure a UE will be connected to the most appropriate network, whereby the decision is made by considering both the UE’s as well as overall network performance
2. WLAN scanning optimizations that improve UE battery life
Proposal 1: It is proposed to focus RAN#81-bis discussion on highest priority issue 1.

Proposal 2: It is proposed that RAN2 design a simple solution consistent with current procedures and architecture.
The following solution candidates have been identified:

1. The solution shall enhance offload to and from WLAN for an idle mode UE
2. The solution shall enhance offload to and from WLAN for a connected mode UE
Proposal 3: It is proposed that enhancements for offload to and from WLAN for idle and connected mode are studied and candidate solutions are captured in the TR.

As it was previously agreed that "Our solution should be compatible to any CN solutions and WLAN integration levels that are available today" it is proposed that: 
Proposal 4: The solution shall be consistent with ANDSF and shall work with and without ANDSF, assuming that policies are available to the UE in both cases. RAN2 solution shall specify the set of policies it requires.
