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1 Introduction
SA2 has sent an LS to RAN2 in [1] and agreed a CR for coexistence between LWA/LWI/Legacy AP and ANDSF & user preference policies. We propose to capture the behaviour for UE measurements when it is connected to a higher preference WLAN or due to user preference. 
2. Discussion
The SA2 agreement in question is [1]: 
	1. When the UE has selected a WLAN based on user preferences, the UE shall ignore the LWA/RCLWI signalling


Our assumption is that ignoring the signalling applies to both LWA, LWIP, RCLWI configuration and WLAN measurement configuration.
WLAN measurements

If WLAN chipset is busy or switched off then either the UE is unable to perform measurements or it may be able to perform measurements but does not trigger the measurement report. The consequences will be that UE does not send measurement report even if e.g. entering conditions for event W1, event W2, and event W3 are met. WLAN measurements are a separate capability now and no longer linked to the support of LWA, RCLWI or LWIP feature in the UE. These measurements can also be used for other purposes. So it is important to capture the UE behaviour when UE is unable to send the measurement report even if trigger criteria has been fulfilled due to user preferences.
In our understanding, WLAN connection management procedure can not be used because it is triggered when UE is using WLAN for LWA, RCLWI, or LWIP and has a mobility set configured. So, UE is not allowed to send WLAN Connection Setup failure message when UE has performed measurements but it cannot trigger the measurement report and mobility set has not been configured yet.

Proposal 1: Add a note to measurement reporting section that UE should not send measurement report even if trigger criteria has been met based on user preference and/or ANDSF policies. Note can be added to section 5.5.4.1. Note wording is proposed as below:
NOTE X:
If the UE is configured with WLAN measurements the UE may delay or even not trigger the measurement reporting if connected to higher preference WLAN or due to user preference.
WLAN configuration

It may happen that UE had already sent the measurement report or even eNB did not ask for measurements before LWA/LWI activation, then the UE shall be able to ignore the LWA/LWI configuration. This implies that either
· RRC reconfiguration complete is not sent or
· RRC Reconfiguration reject is introduced or
· WLAN Status information is sent with failure cause “failureWlanUnavailable ”
The last option is the straightforward one and already agreed
Proposal 2: WLAN Status information with cause “failureWlanUnavailable” is sufficient where UE is required to ignore the LWA/LWI signalling.
3. Conclusion

We propose RAN2 to discuss and agree on following proposals and observations
Proposal 1: Add a note to measurement report that UE may not send measurement report even if trigger criteria has been met based on user preference and ANDSF policies. Note can be added to section 5.5.4.1
Proposal 2: WLAN Status information with cause “failureWlanUnavailable” is sufficient where UE is required to ignore the LWA/LWI signalling
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
