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1 Introduction

RAN2 has agreed that the recommended bitrate is the admissible maximum bitrate in kbps of physical layer [1] On the other hand, layer 2 overhead and ROHC information are not transparent to application layer in the UE. In order to implement application layer rate adaptation correctly, application layer in the UE need to perform appropriate value translation.
Although the draft CR to TS 26.114 agreed in the SA4#92 meeting [2] already captures texts to indicate necessity of appropriate value transition, we think similar indication will be necessary for RAN2 specifications TS 36.321 to give better understanding for implementers.
2 Discussion
In section 10.x of [2], it is said:
The recommended bitrate value in RMAB/RMABQ is here defined to include IP and higher layer overhead, and (as opposed to e.g. b=AS line in SDP) including bitrate used for RTCP signaling. Other definitions can be used by the access network, e.g., including overhead below IP layer that is added by the access network, and the UE must then perform appropriate value translation, e.g. adjusting for use of ROHC and removing the lower layer overhead.
It is up to UE implementation where and how the appropriate value translation is performed. Therefore, it may be performed in the Layer 2 of the UE.
Observation: The appropriate value translation may be performed in the Layer 2 of the UE.

We propose to add the following NOTE to section 6.1.3.X of running CR to TS 36.321 [3]:
