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1 Introduction
In last RAN2 meeting [1], the NR UE capability handling was discussed and some agreements were made. But a FFS about where to capture the UE capability ASN.1 and procedural text was left. In this paper, we discuss this issue.
2 Discussion
In the last meeting, the skeleton is TS38.306 was discussed and it was agreed that taking TS36.306 as the baseline of TS38.306 skeleton. But in LTE, TS36.306 only defines the E-UTRA UE Radio Access Capability Parameters and how to handle is defined in TS36.331. If one capability is newly defined or modified, the two specifications are both involved and need to be updated simultaneously. This issued was raised and discussed. 
There are three parts related to UE capability in TS36.331: 
· 1 UE capability transfer procedure and its procedural text (5.6.3)
· 2 UE capability related tabular and ASN.1 (6.3.6)
· 3 Feature group indicators (Annex). 
For FGI, it had not been used since R11 and capability signalling (IOT bit) (6.3.6) was introduced for the mandatory features that had been successfully tested of the UE. In NR, it was agreed that: UE capability signalling is used to inform if mandatory features implemented and tested successfully. So 1 and 2 will be discussed whether to be moved to TS38.306.
The UE capability transfer procedure is one of the RRC procedures. It should be still maintained in TS38.331, 

The UE radio access capability parameters are described and defined in TS38.306 and their ASN.1 and corresponding field description are defined in TS38.331. They are similar and have relationship with each other. Especially for the field description part, most of them are duplicated with TS38.306. It will be easy to cause mismatch between two specifications which is mentioned in [4]. To make implementation people life simple, we should group the ASN.1 in one specification, it could also reduce our work when we perform ASN.1 review. 
Proposal 1: ASN.1 of UE capability and corresponding procedure are still put in TS38.331.
For the field description, the field descriptions about the functionality are same as the ones in TS38.306 which should be avoided. But some field descriptions are used to explain the structure of the ASN.1 and relationship of some IEs in ASN.1. This kind of field descriptions shall be kept in TS38.331.
Proposal 2: In TS38.331, for capability related field description, remove the parts related to capability definition which is duplicated with TS38.306, but if the field descriptions are related to ASN.1 restructure, and the relationship between fields, they should be maintained in TS38.331.
3 Conclusion

In this paper, we discuss the handling of UE capability related parts in TS38.331 and propose that:
Proposal 1: ASN.1 of UE capability and corresponding procedure are still put in TS38.331.
Proposal 2: In TS38.331, for capability related field description, remove the parts related to capability definition which is duplicated with TS38.306, but if the field descriptions are related to ASN.1 restructure, and the relationship between fields, they should be maintained in TS38.331.
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
