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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed the information to be included in remaining minimum system information (RMSI, or SIB1 in RAN2 terminology), and has concluded that the size of RMSI can be relatively large, perhaps up to more than 1000 bits. 

The largest information elements in RAN2 understanding would correspond to the physical layer configuration, which can at least in theory be more than 1000 bits by itself. Please see the enclosed document for further details.

RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 to check that RMSI size of more than 1000 bits can be supported in all reasonable deployments, and if necessary, consider reducing the flexibility of physical layer configuration.
