3 Discussion
3.1 Where to insert the selected PLMN id
About how to introduce the Selected PLMN ID in INITIAL UE MESSAGE for untrusted non-3GPP access (the TAI is not provided in case of N3IWF, the selected PLMN info is missing), two solutions were mentioned:

· Option 1: Include Selected PLMN ID in the N3IWF branch of User Location Information, as mandatory IE [5][6];

· Option 2: Include Selected PLMN ID in the INITIAL UE MESSAGE message, i.e. outside of ULI, as optional IE [1][2][3][4];

Considering that (1) option1 is not backward compatible from functional point of view; (2) ULI is included in lots of NGAP messages, but the selected PLMN is only needed to be provided in INITIALUE MESSAGE message for the untrusted non-3GPP access; (3) with option 2, the same new IE can be reused by other scenarios e.g. WWC, it is preferred by majority companies to introduce the Selected PLMN ID in the INITIAL UE MESSAGE message, i.e. outside of ULI, as new optional IE.
Moderator proposal: adopt Option 2 as the way to introduce the Selected PLMN ID in INITIAL UE MESSAGE for untrusted non-3GPP access.
Agreement: introduce the Selected PLMN ID in the INITIAL UE MESSAGE message, i.e. outside of ULI, as new optional IE
