Introduction

This contribution provides our view on response LS on user consent for trace reporting[R3-235039/S3-234267].
Discussion
At last RAN3 meeting, the discussion on user consent for trace reporting has got progress and the following two draft CRs can be taken as start point for continue discussion:

- Correction to 37.320 on user consent for MDT for in R3-235773
- Correction to 38.401 on the user consent for trace reporting in R3-235795
Logged MDT report retrieval
For Immediate MDT, after receiving immediate MDT configuration, RAN can further determines the MDT measurements that are subject to user consent by means of OAM configuration. If the MDT measurements is not allowed based on local laws or regulations, the NG-RAN node will not trigger corresponding measurements. In this way, NG-RAN node can fulfill security requirement from SA3 for Rel-18 MDT.

For logged MDT, it is possible the initial Node and MDT reporting Node may configured with different regulations for MDT measurement. For example, gNB A received a logged MDT configuration and based local regulation the required MDT measurements are allowed to trigger. gNB A selects a UE and send these logged MDT measurements to the UE. The UE enters RRC_IDLE state and start corresponding measurements. In turn, the UE setups RRC connections with gNB B. UE can not aware local regulation configured in gNB B. The UE provides MDT reports to gNB B. In this case, gNB B is not allowed to collect and report to TCE of all or partially of these measurements based on its local regulation. Based on current specification, it is possible for gNB B to transfer not regulation allowed MDT report to TCE.

To solve the issue for logged MDT, it is proposed for gNB configured with local regulation to further determine whether logged MDT reports to TCE are subject to local regulation. RAN node is able to interpret the Logged MDT reporting results even if it does not have access to the logged measurement configuration. Before gNB routes the reports to TCE, the gNB checks local regulation whether logged MDT results are subject to local regulation. If not, the gNB should not route logged MDT report to TCE. In this way, NG-RAN node can fulfill security requirement from SA3 for Rel-18 MDT. 
Proposal 1: The RAN node determines the logged MDT measurement reports route to TCE are subject to user consent by means of OAM configuration.

The definition of MDT PLMN list in TS 37.320
As explained above, the MDT PLMN list not only be used for MDT initiation but also for MDT report checking. Therefore the definition of MDT PLMN list need more general. In order not impact UTRA/E-UTRA, it is proposed to add a Note to only apply new introduced behavior for NR and late release.
	 R3-235773:
MDT PLMN List: A list of PLMNs where MDT measurements are allowed for a user. It is a subset of the EPLMN list and RPLMN at the time when MDT is initiated.
The determine of specific MDT measurements initiation and MDT reports route to TCE is configured to the RAN by the OAM.
NOTE:
The determine specific measurements in RAN is not apply to UTRA and E-UTRA.
