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TSG RAN WG3 would like to thank  TSG GERAN WG1 for their LS on CS data services and would like to provide answers to the questions raised in the LS.

Questions raised by TSG GERAN WG1:

Q:Are there restrictions for setting up the Iu UP for CS data services with data rates below 14.4 kbps?

A: RAN WG3 does not see any problem transmitting rates below 14.4kbps. The RANAP allows the set-up of RABs with any bitrate. The only precondition is that values for RAB parameters, e.g. SDU size, maximum bit rate, etc., have to fulfill formal requirements since e.g. the IPTI (Inter PDU Transmission Interval) is derived from RAB parameters as described in TS 25.415.

Q: Does the Iu interface allow the setup of RABs with data rates n*9.6 kbit/s, n*14.4 kbit/s and n*32 kbit/s, which are currently used for HSCSD?

A: The same answer applies as in the previous question as RANAP supports a common set of RAB attributes that can be requested per RAB. 

Further RAN3 would like to remind GERAN WG1 that the Iu framing protocol as defined in 25.415 does not forsee any HSCSD specific rate adaptation function.

Actions required by TSG GERAN WG1:
TSG RAN WG3 wants to be kept informed by TSG GERAN WG1 about this issue.
