The PWS Restart Indication procedure is used to inform the MME that some cells or all cells of the eNB need to be reloaded from the CBC if involved in some PWS warning messages. 
The procedure is initiated by the eNB sending the PWS RESTART INDICATION message which may contain the list of cells for which the eNB requests for reloading.
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
