1 Introduction
FCC Title 47 section 25.252 defines the special requirements for ancillary terrestrial components (ATC) operating in the 2000–2020 MHz/2180–2200 MHz band (Band 23).
In particular Section 25.252(c)(1) prescribes that emissions on frequencies lower than 1995 MHz and higher than 2025 MHz shall be attenuated by at least 70 + 10 log P. Section 25.252(c)(4) also states that compliance is based on the use of measurement instrumentation employing a resolution bandwidth of 1 megahertz or greater.
The above FCC rule would translate into an OOBE requirement of -40dBm/1MHz below 1995MHz (PCS Band 25 downlink).

2 Conclusion

Since 3GPP Band 23 emission into Band 2 downlink band (1930-1990MHz) is defined as -50dBm/1MHz, there could be a two step definition for band 23 coexistence requirements into band 25 that would comply with the FCC requirement for protection of services below 1995MHz and 3GPP coexistence requirements protecting Band 2 downlink.
· -40dBm/1MHz into 1990-1995MHz
· -50dB/1MHz in Band 2 downlink (1930-1990MHz)
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
