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	The reason to define spectrum emission mask (SEM) requirement and ACLR requirement is not quite clear in the core requirement. Sometimes how to apply these requirements at the same time is ambiguous especially at the overlap region and one requirement is sticter than the other one. The starting point for defining SEM is the FCC Part 24 recommendation, i.e. to meet the regional regulatory requirement, while ACLR requirement is mainly used to guarantee the system co-existence. Sometimes this unclear situation may cause confusion and misleading understanding.
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	Clarify ACLR requirement is used to guarantee the co-existence with adjacent system, while the purpose of defining SEM is to meet the regulatory as well as system co-existence requirements.
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	The unclear situation of defining SEM and ACLR requriements will be remained.

Out of band emission

Out of band emissions are unwanted emissions immediately outside the channel bandwidth resulting from the modulation process and non-linearity in the transmitter but excluding spurious emissions. This out of band emission requirement is specified both in terms of a spectrum emission mask (SEM) and adjacent channel power ratio (ACLR) for the transmitter. ACLR is specified as a measure of the capability of the transmitter to guarantee the interfering signal below an acceptable level to the adjacent system. SEM is specified as a measure of the capability of the transmitter to comply with the regional regulatory requirements as well as the system co-existence requirement.
The dynamic range is specified as a measure of the capability of the receiver to receive a wanted signal in the presence of an interfering signal inside the received channel bandwidth
