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Introduction

Initial discussion on MB-MSR testing started in the last RAN4 meeting. There has so far not been any discussion on the applicability of the MB-MSR requiements and test configurations for clause 5 in TS 37.141 [1]. This paper will initiate a discussion on the Applicability of MB-MSR requirements and test configurations
Applicability of MB-MSR requirements and test configurations

There is a big advantage to keep the existing structure in TS 37.141 when MB-MSR is introduced. Therefore, the selection of test configurations for verifying a certain requirement should be defined in TS 37.141 clause 5, Applicability of requirements and test configurations. This could be accomplished by adding a new column for MB-MSR tests to table 5.1-1 and 5.2-1, adding multi-band test information to the table cells where multi-band test shall be performed or by creating a new table in clause 5 for BS capable of multi-band operation. To create a new table for MB-MSR capable BS is probably the best choise, since table 5.1-1 and table 5.2-1 alre already packed with information. Adding more information on multi-band testing to these tables will make them even more cluttered. 

These new tables should have the same basic structure as table 5.1-1 and 5.2-1, i.e. a column that list all requiremnts that shall be tested and for each requirement information shall be provided on which test configuration(s) that shall used for testing. These new tables can include information werther single band tests, multi-band tests or a combination of single-band and multi band tests shall be performed. Furthermore information could also be provided how the power and number of carriers could be allocated between the bands during test. 
Proposal 
It is proposed that new tables for the Applicability of MB-MSR requirements and test configurations are created for TS 37.141 clause 5. 
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
