1. Overall Description

In response to the received RAN3 LS in R3-122930, RAN WG4 would like to provide the following clarifications.
RAN4 is not convinced in usability of the parameter ‘number of SRS transmissions’ proposed in [2] for UTDOA performance. This specific parameter cannot be considered in RAN4 studies and RAN4 requirements, due to at least the following reasons:
· The existing procedures specified in Rel-11 for configuring UE with SRS transmissions are to be reused also for UL positioning. By the existing RAN1 and RAN2 procedures, periodic SRS may be configured only with one or infinite number of transmissions.
· The number of SRS transmissions sufficient for an UL RTOA measurement is highly dependent on interference level at LMU, LMU receiver characteristics, and UE configuration, which are not known to E-SMLC.
· The information on the number of SRS transmissions is not required for UL RTOA measurements and there is no eNodeB procedure on using this information [1] and [3, clause 8.5.3.1]:
‘The ESLMC may provide the eNB with a number of SRS transmissions. The final decision of SRS transmissions to be performed and whether to take into account this information is entirely up to the eNB implementation.’
The SRS parameters relevant for RAN4 studies requirements are to be further discussed in the context of UL RTOA accuracy requirements.
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3. Actions
To RAN3: RAN WG4 kindly asks RAN WG3 to take into account the clarifications above in their work on the UTDOA specifications.
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
