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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN1 for the LS (R1-132820) on EPDCCH monitoring in PRS subframe, which informs RAN4 that 
RAN1 has discussed the handling of EPDCCH monitoring in the case where the EPDCCH is configured to be monitored in a subframe in which UE is also configured to measure PRS, where the CP lengths for EPDCCH and PRS are the same.  It is concluded that the UE monitors EPDCCH candidates as configured regardless of whether a candidate is mapped to a PRB pair that contains PRS, and that the UE OTDOA positioning performance requirement is not impacted by EPDCCH monitoring.

“asks RAN4 to consider RAN1’s recommendation that the UE OTDOA positioning performance requirement should not be changed by EPDCCH monitoring in their future work.”

RAN4 would like to inform RAN1 that RAN4 has discussed the above issue, and come with the conclusion that 

There is no need to change RSTD measurement performance requirements defined in TS 36.133 due to EPDCCH monitoring.

Note: When EPDCCH REs overlap with PRS REs, the averaged PRS 
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 and thereby the RSTD measurement accuracy could be impacted. Further investigation would be needed if the assessment of the impact on the RSTD measurement accuracy is requested.
