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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 thanks RAN2 for the LS on In-Device Coexistence solution for EN-DC asking whether there are similar or additional IDC problems that could occur with EN-DC due to NR serving cells, and whether the current LTE IDC solution framework is suitable for those cases.
RAN4 has confirmed that IDC problems not only for other systems already identified in LTE CA but also for mmWave ISM bands are expected with EN-DC including mmWave bands as below.

Note that since this kind of co-existence studies don’t impact RAN4 spec and how to solve IDC problems is left to implementation, these contents are not to be captured in RAN4 TRs for each EN-DC configuration e.g. TR 37.863-01-01 from now on.
