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1 Introduction
This contribution presents two simple approaches to introduce 3MHz into Band 8+20.
2 Discussion
In [1] it was agreed to introduce a new channel combination subset for the 8+20 combination. During the discussions during last RAN#62 meeting the following proposals were considered, being option 2) the one that was approved:

1. Add new channel BW without adding a new combination set

2. Add a new channel BW within a new combination set
3. Add new combination set, and remove old combination set

In this contribution it is proposed to remove combination set 0 based on the following motivations:

· aim to avoid future confusions regardless of what flavor of this combination is supported both from the terminal and network perspective, and so minimizing fragmentation
· specifications more simple

· follows the principle of specifying what is needed rather than specifying multiple options that will not be used or are unnecessary for the final purpose
Alternatively, combination set 0 could be removed, and combination set 1 could be renamed to combination set 0 to further simplify.
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Proposal 1: remove combination set 0 in order to minimize segmentation and fragmentation of solutions.
If acceptable, a CR to the impacted specs, together with a WID update will be provided for the next RAN4 meeting.
3 Conclusion
This paper has briefly presented the background for the introduction of 3MHz, and a proposal to introduce 3MHz in Band 8+20 minimizing fragmentation and simplifying current specifications.
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
