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1 Background 
In the chairman’s meeting arrangement for RAN4 NR AH-1801, the following procedure is outlined for contributions to NR TS:

· Companies can submit the draft CR for NR specifications which were approved in Dec RAN plenary (under change control) for approval. 
· Draft CR can be endorsed if the content is agreeable during the meeting. 
· Draft CR is similar to CR, but unnumbered (No CR number). 
· Draft CR format is same as formal CR, i.e., CR-Form-v11.2
· Pay attention to include all the necessary information in “Reason for changes” and “Summary of change”
· Fields on CR coversheet: See the details in the following link http://www.3gpp.org/specifications/change-requests/85-change-requests-step-by-step
· Pay attention to include  correct CR category, For NSA  specific changes, cat  F shall be used . For SA specific changes, Cat B shall be used. 
· To avoid the change on changes, rapporteurs for each specifications  are required to provide the formal CRs for TS after Feb meeting
· At most two CRs for each specification, one for Cat B CR and one for Cat F CR.  
· CR is supposed to capture the technical content endorsed draft CRs 
· To save the effort after Feb meeting, rapporteurs can provide the draft CR by merging endorsed draft CR after Jan ad-hoc for endorsement. 
· Both draft CR after Jan ad-hoc and formal CR after Feb meeting are supposed to be endorsed/agreed by e-mail after meeting. Detailed deadline of e-mail approval will be FFS. 
This paper makes some further proposals for how to handle TS 38.104.
2 Procedure for TS 38.104

The procedure outlined above will make sure that the specification is kept editorially and structurally coherent, while the final updates of RF requirements is made. The following additional proposals could further facilitatete the process of updating TS 38.104:
· Collect pure editorial changes off-line in a separate big Draft CR (covering all chapters)

· Issues that require discussion and/or may be contentious should be submitted as separate Draft CRs

· CRs to the February RAN4 meeting should be made with the Draft CR from NR AH-1801 as a baseline

· Keep changes in change marks from NR AH-1801

· Add new changes with a new identity, in order to clearly demonstrate additional changes

· Clearly explain what changes are additional on cover sheet
· The Rapporteur’s view is that the Draft CR procedure outlined in this paper should be kept until June 2018

3 Summary
This acknowledges the importance of using the Draft CR procedure for NR specifications and makes some further proposals.
