Introduction

When the informative Annex I Guidance on test execution in 34.123-3 was introduced at RAN5#33 meeting it was asked whether MCC TF 160 could have a look at a parallel PVG document of a draft TC execution list for the same purpose and eventually make comments.
TF 160 has now completed the analysis on the TC of GCF WI-010, 012, 013, 014 and 017. The attached excel sheet contains the detailed result and the draft recommendation of TC executions for these TC. Comments to the recommendation of individual executions is welcome.

Result
1. 518 TC are contained in the sheet. 450 TC are recommended for one execution and 68 TC are recommended for two executions.

2. One of the 3 options is recommended to the individual TC having one execution: CS, PS (or PS preferred), CS+PS (or CS+PS preferred).
3. One of the 2 options is recommended to the individual TC having two executions: (CS, PS) or (CS+PS, PS+CS).

Way forward
Currently, two options have been proposed for the way forward.

Option 1: Include the TC execution list in 34.123-2, clause 4, table 1: Applicability of tests

Option 2: Include the TC execution list in 34.123-3. Informative Annex I

There are one or the other technical arguments for each option. But the major difference of the two options is to make the list as normative or informative in the 3GPP test specifications.

RAN5 delegates are kindly requested for your preference. RAN5#34 decision is also requested on the way forward.

Impacts
Independent from the choice of options, there are two impacts concerning the consistence of the different parts of the test specifications if the TC execution list is included in 34.123.

Impact 1: Consistency check has to be done for 34.123-2 for those TC which have one execution recommended. The applicability shall include the domain supported if the same domain is chosen for the TC execution.

Impact 2: The TTCN has to ensure those TC having one execution that only the recommended domain can be executed. The selection of the other domain is not allowed.
