Re RAN2 report, slide 11 Early UMTS to LTE Mobility, there is a cross reference between CRs (approved) and the various features. Furthermore, for items 10 and 12, there was a company CR in RP-090874 which was approved (the same CR included both items). It may well be that there is a consequence for some of the test cases being prepared/have been developed. Responsible test owners are asked to follow this up.
Re RAN5 report, it includes an extra slide (from the final R5 doc version) which includes a request to RAN to endorse the RAN5 position that no new R99 test cases should be introduced (except for regulatory purposes); this was endorsed. There is also a picture of the newly elected Vice Chair, Jacob John!

I made the point that the TCD was 2 years away and also asked the Plenary that companies wishing to submit any WI proposal that has a direct RAN5 implication, present them to RAN5 beforehand.
