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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG5 has been working on the definition of test frequencies for different cells in inter-frequency RRM test cases. Current definition in TS36.133 annex A to use 10 MHz as channel bandwidth implies that, unless frequency overlapping or some other mechanism is allowed, to test two cell inter-frequency test cases the band must be at least 20 MHz width, and to test three cell inter-frequency test cases at least 30 MHz are required. Document R5-095978 attached contains the different options that have been explored.
During the work on the possible approaches the following observations were made:

· Frequency overlapping is not an option as it causes additional interference. 
· Reducing the tested channel bandwidth to 5MHz could be an option. However, it would require new simulations in RAN4. Also, although this option allows testing of two cell inter-frequency test cases in all bands, it still precludes testing of three cell inter-frequency test cases in bands narrower than 15 MHz.

· Inter-band testing has been considered as well. However it was discarded as different combinations would be required depending on the UE supported bands.
TSG RAN WG5’s recommendation is that RRM inter-frequency test cases apply only to those bands whose bandwidth is sufficient to allow testing with 10 MHz bandwidth and no overlapping. That means that two cell inter-frequency test cases should be applicable only for bands that are at least 20 MHz width, while three cell inter-frequency test cases should be applicable only for bands that are at least 30 MHz width. 
2. Actions:

TSG WG RAN5 kindly asks TSG WG RAN4 to do the following:
1) To review the different options described in R5-095978 attached and the observations listed above.

2) To consider TSG RAN WG5’s recommendation and to let TSG RAN WG5 know whether it is considered an acceptable way forward.
