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1. Overall Description

RAN5 is working on the RoHC testing related test cases used in LTE PDCP protocol about different profiles. After analysis, RAN5 thinks there are two possibilities for ROHC testing:
- The RoHC protocol 
- The RoHC compression efficiency

For the RoHC protocol testing, RAN5 thinks it is not necessary to test. Because the RoHC protocol is a RFC not a 3GPP RAN protocol, RAN5 should not test RFC related protocol in RAN5 test specification. 
For the RoHC compression efficiency testing, RAN5 cannot find any related requirements in core specification of TS 36.323. In UMTS, RAN5 specified RoHC compression efficiency testing according to the requirements defined in Annex A of 25.323, but the equivalent requirements are not available in TS 36.323.

RAN5 would like to ask RAN2 if RAN2 intends to define those RoHC compression efficiency requirements in TS 36.323 LTE PDCP protocol similar to that was done for UMTS in Annex A of TS 25.323 PDCP protocol, which would enable RAN5 to define RoHC relevant test cases in RAN5 test specifications.
2. Actions
To RAN2
RAN5 respectfully asks RAN2 if RAN2 intends to specify RoHC compression efficiency requirements for E-UTRAN.
