This paper follows up on the discussion presented in R5-234683 [3] regarding how to address subtests with different applicability and suggests a plan for implementation on the agreement reached in R5-235947 [4].

2.	Discussion
During RAN5#100 discussion paper [3] was presented. Along with it, draft CR [4] was included. The resulting agreement was captured in option 2 of [4] and is quoted here for simplicity:

At RAN5#101 Qualcomm is presenting R5-237178 [5], which implements the above agreement consisting in the addition of Table 4.0-4 and the new column ‘Test Selection Criteria’. We are adding contents for some of the affected test cases.

Along with this discussion paper we are including a spreadsheet in which we have listed all the test cases that can be affected by this change. We would like to request the group for volunteers in helping implement the corresponding subtest-specific applicability in 38.522 according to the agreement. We propose a target completion timeframe of 2 meeting cycles for this task.

Please feel free to alert us if there are test cases missing in the list.

Proposal1: RAN5 to kindly request companies to sign up for sections listed in the spreadsheet and to set a target completion timeframe of 2 meeting cycles for all the remaining sections.

This Test Selection Criteria can also be extended to demod and RF test cases. We have added a tab in the spreadsheet with the full list of test cases for these two areas in case they are determined to be of interest.

Proposal2: RAN5 to evaluate whether this proposal can be extended to demod and RF test cases.
3.	Conclusion
