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1 Overview

Following today’s RAN5 #46 decision to change GCF Prio.1 test case 8.2.1.1 to ‘MT Call’ [1], the testing industry immediately implemented the necessary TTCN changes and proceeded with verification and re-submission of this test case. This document lists all the changes needed to correct problems in the TTCN implementation of test case 8.2.1.1, which is part of the RRC test suite.
The test case can be demonstrated to run with two LTE UE (see section 6). Execution log files are provided as evidence.

	The security information needs to get retrieved at the right position. F_EUTRA_Security_Get() returns the current security parameters. As the security settings get changed during the preamble the function f_EUTRA_Security_Get needs to be moved after the Preamble.
