	Function name
	f_GetTestcaseAttrib_UtraFDD_Release ()

	Reason for change
	In TC 11.2.8, the UE has sent an ATTACH REQUEST for emergency bearer services to EPS, but receives an ATTACH REJECT message with EMM cause set to “No suitable cells in tracking area”. The UE then establishes the emergency call using the CS domain in UTRA or GERAN. 

Which means that from a UTRA or GERAN perspective, the kind of emergency call in TC 11.2.8 is not different from a normal emergency call procedure in UTRA resp. GERAN. As a consequence, the release indicator check on UTRA-FDD / GERAN side should allow for releases < Rel-9.

	Summary of change
	Modified release check to accept UTRA Rel-8 UEs.
(Background: LTE <–> UTRA / GERAN interworking was introduced with Rel-8. 
I.e. Rel-8 can be assumed as minimum release on UTRA-FDD / GERAN side).
