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RAN1 received the RAN4 LS on the transmit power of CSI-RS across different occasions and is requested to confirm whether a UE can assume that CSI-RS (for L1-RSRP, RLM, BFD and CBD) is transmitted with the same transmit power across different occasions during the measurement period, and whether this also applies to SSB-based RRM measurements.

For CSI-RS (for L1-RSRP, RLM, BFD and CBD) 	Comment by Stephen Grant: As explained in my email, on second thought, I think this might just raise more questions. I apologize for backtracking.

My preference would be to keep the LS reply simple, and keep just the 1st and 3rd paragraphs.

RAN1 confirms that UE can assume same transmit power of NZP CSI-RS or SSB (for L1-RSRP, RLM, BFD CBD and RRM) across different occasions and can average the measurement during the measurement period. The same assumption can be applied to SSB-based RRM measurements.
