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1	Overall description
RAN1 thanks RAN4 for the LS on the Pemax parameter for S-SSB transmission. RAN1 would provide the following answers to RAN4’s questions.
Q1:	RAN4 agreed not to define PEMAX,c for S-SSB configured Tx Power in TS38.101-1 as highlighted yellow below and would like to know if this can have any impact to RAN1/2, for example, Pcompensation defined in idle mode procedure in TS 38.304?
Answer: In the RAN1 specification, only the  is used while the definition is referred to the RAN4 specification. Thus, omitting the PEMAX,c of  for S-SSB has no spec impact to RAN1.
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN1 has further discussed supporting the configurability of the maximum TX power for NR S-SSB in Rel-17. However, no consensus is achieved in RAN1.
