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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 plan to specify the TX resource (re-)selection procedure in NR MAC specification for support of sidelink resource reservation in NR sidelink mode 2.

For specification of this procedure, RAN2 agreed that at least when one of the following conditions is met, the MAC entity in the UE triggers the TX resource (re-)selection procedure as in LTE MAC specification:
· when there is no configured sidelink grant

· when the configured sidelink grant cannot accommodate a RLC SDU and the MAC entity selects not to segment the RLC SDU

· when transmission(s) with the configured sidelink grant cannot fulfil the latency requirement of the data in a logical channel

· when a pool of resources is configured or reconfigured  by RRC
In addition, as working assumptions, RAN2 assumes that the counter such as SL_RESOURCE_RESELECTION_COUNTER can be specified as in 36.321 and the following conditions triggering TX resource (re-)selection that have been specified in 36.321 can be reused for support of sidelink resource reservation in NR sidelink mode 2. 
· Resource reselection triggered based on probResourceKeep.

· Resource reselection triggered due to no (re-)transmissions occurring during a certain time, e.g. one second

· Resource reselection triggered based on sl-ReselectAfter.

Furthermore, RAN2 agreed that a Sidelink CSI Reporting MAC CE is introduced for a UE to report CQI/RI to a peer UE via a SL resource. RAN2 assumes that in NR sidelink mode 2, when there is no SL resource valid for transmission of the MAC CE, UE can trigger TX resource (re-)selection.
RAN2 would like to ask RAN1 if there is any view on the above working assumptions.
RAN2 would also like to inform RAN1 that RAN2 made some agreements and working assumptions which may be related to RAN1 work:
Agreements:
· A new Sidelink Configured Grant Confirmation MAC CE is introduced.

· CBR information such as defaultTxConfigIndex can be acquired from NG-RAN for NR sidelink in order for the MAC entity to use it for resource (re-)selection, if CBR measurement results are not available, as in LTE.

· How UE determine HARQ process ID to be indicated in a SCI for the related PSSCH transmission is left to UE implementation at least for NR sidelink mode 2.
· The same term ‘SL Semi-Persistent Scheduling V-RNTI’ is specified with a new NR RNTI value for NR controlling LTE SL SPS

· The term ‘SL-RNTI’ is used for dynamically scheduled NR sidelink transmission.

· The term ‘SLCS-RNTI’ is used for configured scheduled NR sidelink transmission.

Working assumptions:
· Up to 8 configured grants (including both configured grant type1 and type2) in mode1 can be configured and active for NR sidelink communication.
· Configured grant Type 1 and Type 2 can be simultaneously configured for a UE in NR sidelink communication.
2. Actions:
