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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN3 for the LS on question related to use of inter node RRC message container changes for coverage based paging carrier selection.
Following are the RAN2 agreements which address the questions raised from RAN3 related to coverage-based paging carrier selection.
· A paging carrier group index, e.g., the index to one of the two lists which correspond to the 2 coverage levels in SIB, is provided to the UE in dedicated signalling (when UE is released to idle)
· It’s RAN2 assumption that the assigned information to UE in dedicated signaling also need to be delivered to core network and sent back to eNB in next paging.

· UEPagingCoverageInformation-NB RRC container is used to deliver the assigned information to UE in dedicated signaling to core network and sent back to eNB. 
RAN2 would also like to clarify that coveragebased paging carrier is only applicable in the last used cell if paging carrier group index was provided to the UE in a release message
