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	Currently section 8.4.1.9a.1 does not state that the UE needs to perform RACH reporting in idle mode. For other connected mode states (CELL_FACH/URA_PCH/CELL_PCH) it is explicitly states that the UE should perform RACH reporting according to the IEs "Intra-frequency reporting quantity for RACH Reporting" and "Maximum number of Reported cells on RACH". However, RRC Connection Setup message does include the IEs for RACH reporting impliying that RACH reporting is required in idle mode.
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	It is proposed to add text to 8.4.1.9a.1 to require that the UE perfroms RACH reporting in idle mode. The text is in line with similar text used for the connected mode states.
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8.4.1.9a.1
Intra-frequency measurement

Upon transition from connected mode to idle mode, the UE shall:

-
stop monitoring intra-frequency cells listed in the IE "intra-frequency cell info list" received in System Information Block type 12 (if System Information Block type 12 is transmitted in the cell, according to subclause 8.1.1.6.11);

-
begin monitoring intra-frequency cells listed in the IE "intra-frequency cell info list" received in System Information Block type 11;
-
if the UE receives the IE "Intra-frequency reporting quantity for RACH Reporting" and the IE "Maximum number of Reported cells on RACH" from System Information Block type 11:

use this information for reporting measured results in RACH messages.
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
